				Completing a Lesson
			

			
				Each lesson in this book starts with a list of verses from the Bible. For example, Lesson 1 starts with:
			

			
				Read Genesis 26:34–35, 27:1–41 (New International Reader’s Version)
			

			
				If you are unfamiliar with the Bible, this means the book of Genesis, Chapter 26, Verses 34 to 35, and Chapter 27, Verses 1 to 41. To start a lesson, look up the verses in the 2014 edition of the NIrV and read through them carefully.
			

			
				Each lesson then has a list of questions about the verses you just read. The answers to these questions are provided, but with certain words replaced by blanks. For example, Question 12 of Lesson 1 asks:
			

			
				When Esau left for the open country to hunt for a wild animal, what did Rebekah tell her son Jacob to do? Rebekah told Jacob to go out to the _____ and bring her ___ of the finest young _____. (Gen. 27:9)
			

			
				To complete a lesson, go through the questions and write down on a sheet of paper the words in the answers that are missing. In the example above, the missing words are flock, two, and goats, which you can find in Genesis, Chapter 27, Verses 8 and 9:
			

			
				Rebekah continued, “My son, listen carefully. Do what I tell you. Go out to the flock. Bring me two of the finest young goats. I will prepare tasty food for your father. I’ll make it just the way he likes it.”
			

			
				Some of the questions are easy (great for beginner English learners!), but some will probably require you to look closely at the Bible to find the answer. For an extra challenge, try to fill in the blanks without looking back at the verses you read. If you want to check your work, the correct missing words are listed at the end of this book in the Answers section.
			

			
				To finish a lesson, write a sentence or two about what you learned and how the Holy Spirit spoke to you as you studied the Bible. As a bonus, look up verses elsewhere in the Bible to back up your thoughts.
			

		
		
			
				Teaching a Class
			

			
				If you would like to use these lessons to teach a weekly Bible study class, here are some ideas to get you started.
			

			
				First, during the week, have your students prepare for that week’s lesson by reading the verses and filling in the blanks at home. Encourage them to hear the voice of the Holy Spirit as it aligns with the Scriptures they are studying. Remind them not to look at the answers!
			

			
				Then, during class, have your students take turns reading out the questions and answers with the words they’ve written down. If necessary, when a student finishes speaking, correct his or her pronunciation.
				Also have your students read what they wrote for the final, open-ended question, and let them tell personal stories that relate to what the Holy Spirit is teaching them.
			

			
				Finally, at the end of class, ask for prayer requests and pray for the needs of your students. For students who are beginners, have them pray one sentence about what they’re thankful for. For students who are more advanced, have them take turns praying for each other’s needs.

God then showed concern for Rachel and made it possible for her to have children: Rachel had a son by Jacob and named him Joseph.
